Camping Information
Yellowstone Lake State Park has 126 family 
sites that each accommodate a family or one to 
six individuals. There are also five tent-only 
group sites, three of which have electricity. Our 
campground is open mid-April through 
November. 

All campsites are reservable. Site descriptions, 
incuding the equipment allowed, driveway 
length and more details are available on the 
reservation website. Reservations may be 
made for the same day of your arrival or up to 
11 months in advance. 

Designated Use Areas  
Designated use areas are trails, picnic areas or 
other developed areas which are inspected or 
maintained by the Department of Natural 
Resources and are shown on the official 
property map. All other areas are considered 
undesignated and are not maintained or 
inspected. You are encouraged to limit your 
activities to designated areas.

Carry In/Carry Out
All state parks have this program for all day-use 
areas. You’ll notice a change in the picnic, 
beach, shelters and other day-use areas: no 
garbage or recycling bins. Please help us take 
care of the park.

Recycling
Recycling is now a way of life for us both at 
home and at Wisconsin State Parks. We need 
your continued cooperation to help us make a 
good program even better. Please take your 
recyclables home with you or dispose of them 
in the proper container. By following prescribed 
procedures at the recycling station (in the 
family campground), you will be assisting park 
staff with this important project.

Admission Fees & Hours
All vehicles entering the park are required to 
purchase and display a valid Wisconsin State 
Park Vehicle Admission Sticker; campers pay 
an additional overnight camping fee. The park 
is open daily from 6 a.m.–11 p.m. except for 
registered campers.
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
